· Groups have your buses drop off on 50th street between 5th & 6th Avenue and then the buses should pick up on 49th Street between 5th & 6th Avenues.
· The experience takes approximately one hour start to finish.
· HOURS OF OPERATION – 8:00 a.m. to midnight, with the last elevator going up at 11 p.m.
· There is no coat or bag check so it is suggested that bags are left on the buses.  There is a brief security checkpoint and they are very strict so make sure nobody has any pocket knives or any kind of weapon.
